5. Transitional - (1} Every person who at the date of coming into force of this

Act is in receipt of a retiring allowance at the same rate as a former Minister, shall after
the coming into force of this Act be paid the refiring allowance applicable to that person
at the basic rate as defined in section 2 (as amended by this Act), calculated in accordance
with the Schedule, :

(2) Notwithstanding any Act or rule of law to the coufrary, nothmg in
subsection (1) shall entitle any person adversely affected thereby fo claim for or to be paid .
any compensation.
