previously appropriated therein, for the purpose of funding priority 
infrastructure projects and other projects and programs in the states 
of Kosrae and Pohnpei, and for other purposes. 
  
BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE FEDERATED STATES OF MICRONESIA:

this act shall be the FSM Telecommunication Corporation 4 

or its designee.  The authority of the allottee to 5 

obligate funds appropriated by this act shall lapse on 6 

September 30, 2021.” 7 

 Section 4.  This act shall become law upon approval by the 8 

President of the Federated States of Micronesia or upon its 9 

becoming law without such approval. 10
