SHORT TITLE ANDI-COMMENCEMENT

1. This Act may be cited as the Agriculturéi Quarantine Act 1999 and shall come into
operation on a date to be notified by the Minister in the Gazette.

IMPORTATION OF DISEASE AGENTS

prohibited or restricted under section 8(1), the Chief Quarantine Officer may issue a permit,
subject to the conditions (if any) specified in the permit, for the lmportatlon of that disease
agent for the purpose of biological control or research. - :
