(Certified: 10th NO"ember, 1976) 

Enacted by the Parliament of Nauru us follows: 

SHORT TITLE 

I, This Act may be cited as the RegistratIOn of Business Names Act 1976. 

INTERPRETATION 

2. 	 (1) In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires­
"business~' includes a profession; 
"business name" means the name or style under which any business is carried on, whether 

in partnership or otherwise; 
"Christian nameH includes every name of a person other than his surname; 
"firm" shaH mean an unincorporated body of two or more individuals, or one or more 

individuals and one or more corporations. or two or more corporations, who have 
entered into partnership with one another with a view to carrying on business for profit, 
and includes a foreign firm; 

"foreign firm" means any firm, individual or corporation whose principal place of business 
is situated outside Nauru; 

"individua1" means a natural person and do~s not include a corporation; 
"initials" includes any recognised abbreviation of a Christian name; 
"principal name", in respect of any person, means the name which the Registrar has 

accepted under the provisions of SUbsection (3) of section 7 as being the principal name 
of that person; 

"showcard" means a card containing or exhibiting articles dealt with, or samples or 
representations thereof.; 

Hsurname~' means---­
(a) 	 in the case of a person who has only one name, that name; 
(b) 	 in the case of a person who has two names or more~ 

0) the family name, if any, by whieh that person is usually known in Nauru; 
and 
(iil where that person has no family name, his principal name; 

Hthe Register~' means the Register of Business Names maintained under section 4; 
"the Reg-islrarH means the Registrar of Business Names appointed under section 3. 

(2) References in this Act to a former name do not, in the case ofa married woman, 
refer to the name or names by which she was known before her marriage, if different from 
the name or names by which she is known for the time bemg. 
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THE REGIS111.AR OF BUSINESS NAMES 

3 (I) The President shall appoint a public officer to be the Registrar of Business 
Names, 

(2) The duties of the Registrar shall be to maintain tbe Register ofBusiness Names 
referred to in section 4, to perform such other duties as are imposed on him by this Act 
and to do all such other things as are necessary or desirable to be done, and may lawfully 
be done, for the' proper administf.tion of this Act. 

(3) The Registrar shall have such powers as are eXpressly conferred on him·by 
this Acl and all such other powers as are reasonably necessary for him to be able to perform 
his duties under this Act. 

(4) The President may appoint a public officer to be the Oeputy Registrar of 
Business Names. 0. 	 • .. " 

(5) The duties of the [)Cputy Registrar shall be to do aU such of those things which 
the Registrar may be required or authorised by this Act to do as the Registrar may from time 
to rime direL'I or authorise him to do. 

(6) For the purpose of the performance of his duties underth,s Act.the Deputy 
Regislrai shall have the same powers as the Registrar has under th,s Act. 

THE REGISTER OF BUSINESS NAMES 

4, (I) .'fhf' Registrar shall maintain in his oftlce a register. to'be known as the,Regisler 
of Business Names, in which all business names registered u"<ler the. provisions of this Act 
shall be entered, 

(2) The Register shall be open for In'pedion by any person during tbe prescribed 
hours and upon payment of the prescribed fee. 

(3) The Regist'•.r shall, upon application in writmg and payment of the prescribed 
fee, >upply to any person acertified copy ,of any entry in tile Register. 

FIRMS AND PERSONS TO BE REGl~'TERED 

5. 	 Subject to the provisions of this Act-~ 
<a) every firm having a place of bu,"!)e" in Nauru and c~rrying on business under a 
business namt:" which does not consist of the true 'surnames of all partners who are in~ 
di,iduals and the corporate names of all partners who are corporations without any 
addition other than the true Christian names of individual partners or the initial letters 
of Ihose Christian names; 
(b) every individual having a place of bU!,iness in 1"auru and carryIng on business under 
a business name which does not consist of his true surname without any addition other 
than his true Christian- names or the inItial letters thereof; 
(c) every individual or tirrn having a place of business in Nauru who. or a member of 
which, has eitber before or aftd the passing of this Act changed his name, except in Ihe 
case of a woman in consequence of. marriage; , 
(d) every <:orp"r.tion as defined in the Corporation Act ]972 carrying on busmess under 
a husiness name which does not consist iof its corporate name;without any addition. shall 
~ registered in the manner, directed by ~his Act: 
Provided that­
(i) \\'here the add Won merely indicates that the business is"carried on jn succession to a 
former owner of the business, that addition shall not of itself render regisiration necessary; 
(il) where two or more individual partners have the same surname, the addition of an 
s al the end-'of that surname shall not of itself render registration necessary; 
(ill) where the business is carried on by a,trustee in bankruptcy or a receiver' or manager 
appointed by any Court, registration shall not be necesSary; and 
(iv) a purchase or acquisition of property by two or more persons as joint tenants or 
1enanfs in common is not of ltself to be deemed carrying on a busines!S whether or not 
the owner's sbare any pronls arising from the sale thereof.

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REGISTRATION BY NOMINEE, ETC. 

6. Where a finn, individual or corporation having a place of business wilhin ~auru 


carries on the husiness wholly or mainly as nominee or trustee of or for another person, 

or other persons, or another corporation, or acts as general agent for any foreign fIrm, 

the first~mentioned firm, individual or corporation shaH be registered in the manner directed 

by this Act, and. in addition [0 the other particulars required to be furnished' and registered, 

there shall be furnished and registered the particulars menlloned in the Schedule to this 

Act: 

Provided that where the business is carried on hy a trustee in bankruptcy or a receiver or 

manager appointed by any Couft, registration under this section shall nol be necessary, 


MANNER A:>ID PARTICULARS OF REGISTRATION 

7, (I) Every firm or person required under this Act to be registered shall furnish, 
by sending hy post or delivering to the Registrar at his office. a statement in writing in the 
prescribed fonn containing the following particulars­

(a) the business name; 
(b) the general nature of the business; 
(c) the principal place of the business; 
(d) where the registration to be effected is that of a firm, the present Christian name and 
surname, any former Christian name or surname, the' nationality, the usual residence 
and the other business occupation. if any, of each of the individuals who are partners 
and the corporate name and registered or principal office of every corporation- which is a 
partner; 
(e) where the registration to be elreeled is that of ail individual. the present Christian 
name and surname, any former Christian name or surname, the nationality, the usual 
residence and the other business occupation. if any, of that individual; 
(f) where the registration to be effected is that of a corporation. its corporate name 
and registered or principal office: 
(g) if the husiness is commenced after the passing of this Acr, the ~ate of the commence­

ment of the husmess. 

and those particulars shall be registered. 


(2) Where a husiness is carried on under two or more busini!'~s names, each of 
those husiness names must be stated. 

(3) Where a person whose name is required to he stated under paragraph td) or 
pamgraph (e) of subsection (I) has more than one name but does nol have a family name 
by which he is usually known in Nauru. the statement referred to in subsectioG (1) shall 
show ~'hich of his names Jt is'intended should be regarded as his principal name and the 
reason why it should be so regarded. Where the Registrar is satisfied that. in all the cir­
cumstances including that person's nationality, the name is properly to be r~garded as the 
principal name of that person, he shan accepl it as such but otherwise he shall refuse to do so. 

STATEMENT TO BE SIGNED BY PERSONS REGISTERING 

8. The statement required for the purpose of registration must In the case of an in­
dividual be signed by him and in the case of a corporation by a director or secretary thereof 
and in the case of a firm either by all the individuals who are partners and by a director or 
the secretary of all corporations which are partners, or by some individual who is a partner 
or a director or the secretary of some corporation which is a .partner and in either of the last 
two cases must be verified by a statutory declaration made by the signaIOry: 
Provided that no sueh statutory declaration stating that any person other ,han the declarant 
is a partner or omitting to slate that any person other than as aforesaid is a partner shall 
he evidence for or against any such other person in respect of his liability or non-liability 
as a partner, and the District Court may, on application of any person alleged or claiming 
to be a partner. direct the rectification of the register and JecidlO! any question arising under 
this section.

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THE REGISfRAR OF BUSINESS NAMES 

3 (I) The President shall appoint a public officer to be the Registrar of Business 
Names. 
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(2) The duties of the Registrar shall be to maintain the Register ofBusiness Names 
referred 10 in section 4, to perform such other duties as are imposed on him ,by this Act 
and to do all such other things as are necessary or desirable to be done, and may lawfully 
be done, for the proper administration of lhis Act. 

(3) The Registrar shall have such powers as are expressly conferred on him by 
this Act and all such other powers as are reasonably necessary for him to be able to perform 
his duties under this Act. 

(4) The President may appoint a public officer 10 be the Deputy Registrar of 
Business Names. 

(5) The dulies of the Deputy Registrar shall be to do all such of those things which 
the Registr.r may be required or authorised by this Act to do as the Registrar may from time 
to time direct or authorise him to do. 

(6) For the purpose of the performance oL.his duties under thIS Act the Deputy 
Registrar shall have the same powers as the Registrar has under this Act. 

THE REGISTER OF BUSINESS NAM~:S 

4. (I) The Registrnrshall mainlain in his office a regisler, to be known as the Register 
of Business Names, in wbich all business names registered under Ihe provisions of tbis Act 
shall be entered. 

(2) The Register shall be open for inspection by any person during the prescribed 
hours and upon payme,\t of the prescribed fee. 

(3) The Registrar shall, upon application in wriling and payment of the prescribed 
fee, supply to any person a certified copy of any entry in Ihe Register. 

FIRMS AND PERSONS TO BE REGISTERED 

5. Subject to Iheprovisions of this Act­
(a) every finn having a place of business In, Nauru and carrying on business under a 
business name which does not consist of the true surnames of all partners who are in~ 
dividuals and the corporale names of all partners who are corporations without any 
addition other ,th.il:i) the tr~e C,hristian names of individua1 partners or the initial letters 
of those Christian names; 
(b) every individual having a.place of business' in Nauru and carrying on business under 
a business name which does not consist of his true surname without any addition other 
Ihan liis true Christian names or theiniti.lletters thereof; 
(c) every individual or firm having a place of business in Nauru who. or a member of 
which, ha:; either before 'Or after the passing of'this Act ch~tnged,his name, ex"cept in. the 
case of a woman in consequence of, marriage: 
(d) every corporalion as defined in the Corporation Act 1972 carrYlOg on business under 

a business name which does not consist orits corporate name)withoUl any addition. shall 

he registered in Ihe. manner directed by this Act: 

Provided that-· 

(i) where the addition merely indicates thanhe business is carried on in succession to a 
former owner of the business, thai addition shall not of itself render registration necessary; 
(ii) where two or more individual partners have the same surname, the addition of an 
sat the end of that surname shall nol of itself render registralion necessary; 
(iii) where the Business js carried'on by a trustee in bankruptcy or a receiver or manager 
appointed by any Courl, registration shall not be necessary; and 
(iv) a purchase or acquisition of property by two or more persons as joint tenants or 
tenants i~ common is not of'itself to be deemed carrying on a business' whetber or not 
the owners share any profits arising from Ihe sale thereof, 
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REGISTRATION BY NO"lIC'oiEE, ETC. 

6, Where a firm, individual or corporation having a place of business within Naur'u 

carries on the business wholly Of mainly as nominee or lru:-.tee of or for another person, 

or other persons, Of another corporation. or acts as general agent for any foreign firm, 

the first-mentioned firm, individual or corporation shaB be registered in the manner directed 

by this Act. and. in addition to the other particulars required to be,furnished and registered. 

there shall be furnished and registered the particulars mentioned in the Schedule to this 

Act: 

Provided that where the business. is carried on by a trustee in bankruptcy or 3' receiver or 

manager appointed b)' any Court. registration under this section shall not be necessary, 


MANNER AND PARTICULARS OF REGISTRATION 

7. (I) Every firm or person required onder this Act to be registered shall furnish. 
by sending by post or delivering to the Registrar at his office. a statement in writing in the 
prescribed form contajning the following particulars­

(a) the business naml.!~ 
(b) the general nature of the business; 
(c) the principal place of the business; 
(d) where the registration to be effected is that of a firm. the present Christian name and 

surname, any former Christian name or surname, the nationality, the usual residence 

and the other business occupation. if any, or eac·h of the individual!) who are partners 

and the corporate name and registered or principal office of every corporation which is a 

partner; 

(e) where the registration to be effected is that of an individual. the present Christian 

name 'and surname, any former Christian name or surname, the nationality, the usual 

residence and the oiher business occupation. if any, of that individual: 

(f) where the registration to be effected is that of a corporalion, its corporate name 

and registered or principal office; 

(g) if the business is commenced after the passing of this Act, the date of the commence­

ment of the business, 

and those p,uticulars shall be regisiered. 


(2) Where H business )s carried on under two or more business names, each of 
those business names must be stated. 

(3) Where a person whose name is required [0 be stated under paragraph (d) or 
paragraph (e) of subsection (I) has more than one name but does not have a family name 
by which he is usually known in Nauru. the statement referred [0 in subsection (I) shall 
show which of his names it is intended should be regarded as his principal name and the 
reason why it should oe so regarded. Where the Registrar is satisfied that, III all the cir­
cumstances including that person's nationality, the name is properly to be regarded as the 
principal name of that person, he shall aC\.-'ept it as such but otherwise he shall refuse to do so. 

STATEMENT TO BE SIGNED BY PERSONS REGISTERI:-'G 

8. The statement required for the purpose of registration must in the case of an in­
dividual be signed by him and in the case of a corporation by a director or secretary thereof 
and in the C'dse of a firm either by aU the individuals who are partners and by a director or 
the secretary of aU corporations which are partners, or by some individual who is a partner 
or a director or the secretary of some corporation whkh is a partner and tn either of the last 
two cases must be verified by a statutory declaration made by the signatory: 
Provided that no such statutory declaration stating that any person other than the declarant 
is a partner or omitting to slate that a'ny person other than as aforesaid is a partner shall 
be evidence for or against any sueh other person in respect of hiS liability or non-liability 
as a partner. and the District Court may. on application of any person alleged or claiming 
10 be a partner. direct the rectification of the register and decide any question arising under 
this section.

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TIME FOR REGISTRATION 

9, (I) The particulars required to be furnished under this Act shall be furnished 
within fourteen days after the firm or person commences business or the business In respect 
of which registration is required, as the case may be: 
Provided that if that firm or person has carried on that business before t~e commencement of 
this Act or commences that business within two months thereafter. the statement of particulars 
shall be furnished' after the expiration of two months and before the expiration of three 
months from the commencement of this Act and, if at the expiration of the said two months 
the conditions affecting the firm or persons have ceased to be such as to require registration 
under this Act. the finn or person need not be registered so long as those conditions continue, 

(2) n,e preceding subsection shall apply, in the case where registration is required 
in consequence of a change of name, as jf for references to the date of the commencement 
of the husiness there were substituted references to the date of that change. 

REGISTRATION OF CHANGES IN FIRM 

10. Whenever a change is made or occurs in any of the particulars registered under 
this Act in respect of any firm or person, that firm or person shall, within fourteen days 
after the change or such longer period as the Minister may, on application being made in 
any particular case, whether before or after the expiration of such fourteen days, allow, 
furnish by sending by post or delivering to the Registrar a statement in writing in the prescribed 
form specifying the nature and date of the change; the form shal] be signed, and where 
necessary verified, in Ilke mannCC as the statement required on registration. 

D"EFAULT IN REGISTRATION AN OFFENCE 

II, Where any firm or person required by this Act to furnish a statement of particulars 
or of any change in particulars makes, without reasonable excuse. default in so doing in 
the manner and within the time specified by this Act. every partner in the firm so in default 
or the person so in default, as the case may be, is guilty of an offence and is Iiahle to a fine 
of ten dollars for every day during which the default continues. and the Court shall order 
a statement of the required particulars or change in the particulars to be furnished to the 
Registrar within such time as may be specified in the order. 

DISABILITY ARISING FROM DEFAULT 

12. (I) Where any firm or person required by this Act to furnish a statement of par­
ticulars or ofany change in particulars has made default in so doing. the rights ofthat defaulter 
under or arising out of any contract made or entered into by or on behalf of that defaulter 
in relation to the business in respect of the carrying-on of wh~dl particulars were required 
to be furnished at any time while he is in default shall not be enforceable hy action or other 
legal proceedings either in the business name or otherwise, 

(2) Notwithstanding the preceding subsection, a defaulter may apply to the Court 
for relief from the disability imposed by that subsection and the Court, on being satisfied 
that the default was accidental, or due to in_advertence or some other sufficient cause, or that 
on other grounds it is just and equitahle to grant relief, may grant such relief either generally, 
or as respects any particular contract. on condition that the costs of the application are 
paid by the defaulter, unless the Court otherwise orders, and on such other conditions, if 
any, as the Court may impose; but such relief shall not be granted except on such service 
and such publication of notice of the application as the Court may order, nor shall relief 
be given in respect of any contract if any party to the contract proves to the satisfaction 
of the Court that, if this Act had been complied with, he would not have entered into the 
contract. 

(3) Nothing in this section shall be taken as prejudicing the rights of any parly 
to a contract who i. not a defaulter against any party to that contract who is a defaulter, 
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but, where any action or proceeding is commenced by any such other party against the 
defaulter to enforce the rights of that other party in respect of that contract, nothing herein 
contained shall preclude the defaulter from enforcing in that action or proceeding, by way 
of counterclaim, set off or otherwise, such rights as he may have against that party in respect 
of that contracL 

(4) In this section the expression "Court" means the Supreme Court or a judge 
thereof or, at any time when no judge is present in Nauru. the Registrar thereof: 
Provided tha t, without prejudice to the power of the Supreme Court or a Judge thereof to 
grant the relief referred to in this. section, if any proceeding to efl;force <lny contract is com­
menced in the District Court by a defaulter, the District Court m(lY. in respect of that contract, 
grant such relief as aforesaid. 

FALSE STATEMENTS 

l3. Where any statement required to be furnished to the Registrar under this Act 
contains any matter which is false in any material particular to lhe knowledge of any person 
signing ii, that person is guilty of an offence and is liable to imprisonment for lhree monlhs 
and to a fme of one hundred dollars. 

THE SECRETARY FOR JUSTICE MAY REQUIRE PARTICULARS TO BE 
FURNISHED 

14. (I) The Secretary for Justice may require any person to furnish him with such 
particulars as appear to him to be necessary for the purpose of ascertaining whether or 
not he or the firm of which he is a partner should be registered under this Act, or an alleralion 
made in the registered particulars. and may also in the C'dse of a corporation require its 
secretary or any other officer of the corporation performing the Juties of it~ secretary to 
furnish sucb p.;t[tkulars. ff any person when so required fails to supply such particulars 
as it is in his power to give, or furnishes particulars which are false in any material partlcular. 
he is guilty of an offence and is liable to imprisonment for three months and to a fine of one 
hundred dollars. 

(2) If from uny information furnished in pursuance of the preceding subsection 
it appears to the Secretary for Justice that any firm or person ought to be registered under 
this Act, or an alteration ought to be made In the registered particulars of any firm or person 
registered t~e Secretary for Justice may require the firm or person to furnish to the Registrar 
the required particularS within such reasonable time as may be allowed by the Secretary 
for Justice. but, where any default under this Act has been discovered from information 
furnished under this section, no proceedings under this Aet shall be taken against any person 
in respect of that default prior to the expiration of the time within which the firm or person 
is required by the Secretary for Justice under this section to furnish particubrs to the Reglstrar. 

FILING OF STATEMENTS AND ISSUE OF CERTlFlCATES OF REGISTRATlON 

15. (1) On receiving any statement or statutory declaration made in pursuance of 
this Act the Registrar shall, subject to section 18, cause it to be filed, and shall send by post 
or deliver to the firm or person registered a certjficate of the registration thereof. The cer­
tificate or a certified copy thereof shall be kept exhibited in a conspicuous position at lhe 
principal place of business in Nauru of the firm or individual and, if not kept so exhibited, 
every partner in the firm or the person, as the case may be, is gUilty of an offence and is liable 
to a fine of one hundred dollars. 

(2) A certified copy of a certificate of registmtion may, upon payment of the pre­
scribed fee, be issued by the Registrar to a firm or individual registered. 

INDEX TO BE KEPT 

16, TIle Registrar shall keep with the Register an index of all the firms and persons 
for the time being registered under this Act.

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REMOVAL OF' NAMES FROM THE REGISTER 

17, (I) Where any firm or individual regislered under this Act ceases to carryon 
husiness. it is the duty of the persons who were partners in the firm at the time when it ceased 
to carryon business, or of the individual or, if he is dead, his personal represenlative~ within 
three months after the business has ceased to be carried on to send by post or deliver to the 
Registrar notiCe in the prescribed form that the firm or individual has ceased to earry on 
business and. if any person whose duty it is to give such noti("''1; fails to do so within such time 
as aforesaid, he is guilty of an offence and is liable to a fine of one hundred dollars, 

(2) On receipt of such a notice as is referred to in the preceding subsection the 
Registrar may remove the name of the firm or individual from the Register, 

(3) Where the Registrar has reasonable cause to believe that any firm or individual 
registered, under this Act is not carrying on businl!ss, he may send to the firm or individual 
by registered post a notke that·;'unless an"answer is received to that notice within one month 
from the date tbereof, the name of the firm or indiviJual may be removed from the Register, 

(4) If tbe Registrar. having sent such a nOlice as is referred to in the last preceding 
subsection. either receives an answer from the firm or individual to the effect that the firm 
or indhridual is not carrying on business or does not within one month after sending the ·notice 
receive an answer! he may remove the name of the firm or individual from the Register. 

MISLEADING BUSINESS NAMES 

18. (I) Where any business name under which the business ofa firm or individual is 
carried on 

(a) contains the word ··NauruanH or any other word which. in the opinion of the Registrar, 
is calculated to lead to the belief that the ousiness is under Nauru.n ownership or control, 
and the Registrar is satisfied that the nationality of the persons by whom the business is 
wholly or mainly owned or controlled is al any time such that the name is misleading, or 
(b) is the same as a business name already registered under this Act under which the 
business of another firm or person is carried on or is, in'the opinion of the Registrar, so 
similar thereto as to be misleading, 

the Registrar shall refuse to regi~ter that business name or, as the case may be, remove it 
from the Register; but any person aggrieved by a decision of Ihe Registrar under this sub­
section may appeal to the District Court, whose decision thereon shall be final. 

(2) The registration of a business name under t~is Act shall not be construed as 
authorising the use of that name if ~part from such registration the uSe thereof could be 
prohibited, 

PUBLICATION OF TRUE NAMES, ETC. 

19. (I) Every firm and individual required by this Act to be registered shall, in all 
trade catalogues. trade circulars, showcards and business letters~ on or in which the business 
name appears and which are issued or sent by the individual or firm to any person in Nauru 
or elsewhere, have mentioned in legjble characters~ 

(a) in the case of an individual, his present Christian name, or the initial letters thereof, 
his present surname and any former Christian name or surname; and 
(b) in the case of a finn, the present Christian names, or the initial letters thereof, the 
present surnames and any former Christian names and surnames of all the partners in 
the firm or, in the case of a corporation being a partner, the corporate name of that corpora­
tion. 

(2) Ifdefault is made in compliance with this section, the individual or, as the case 
may be, every member of the finn is guilty of.n offence and is liable for each offence to a 
fine of twenty dollars; 
Provided that no proceedings shall be instituted under this section except by or with the consent 
of the Director of Public Prosecutions. 

OffENCES BY CORPORATIONS 

20, Where a corporation is guilty of an offence under this Act, every director, seeretary 
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and ollicer of rhe corporarion who is knowingly a party 10 the default is guilty of a like offence 
and is liable to the penalty therefor, 

FEES 

21. All fees received by the Registrar under this Act shall be'li~id intp the Treasury 
Fund as revenue of the Republic, '1 

THIS ACT NOT BINDING ON THE REPUBLIC 

21, This Act does not bind the Republic, 

THIS ACT N.OT APPLICABLE TO THE COUNCIL, ETC.

23, The provisions of this Act shall not apply to the Councilor the Nauru Co·operative 
Sociery, 

REGULATIONS 

24. The Cabinet may make regulations­
(a) prescribing the rees to be paid to the Registrar under this Act; 
(b) prescribing the forms to be used under this Act; 
(c) prescribing and regulating the duties to be performed by the Registrar under this Act; 
(d) regulating generally regis~ration under this Act and matters incidental thereto.
