 Provide periodic briefings to the Chairperson of the Nauru National 

Commission for UNESCO on activities and programs and as deemed necessary 

by the Chairperson. 

 Ensure timely completion of reports on all other UNESCO matters as required 

by the Chairperson for the Nauru National Commission for UNESCO. 

 Provide in country representation of UNESCO’s interest including and not 

limited to: ensuring the compilation and timely reporting on National statistics 

as required by UNESCO; the timely dissemination of UNESCO information to 

relevant Nauru stakeholders; provide interpretation of UNESCO information 

where deemed necessary; and to advocate and ensure due consideration and 

progression of UNESCO endorsed international treaties on Nauru.
