AN ORDINANCE

To Amend the “ Native Plantations Ordinance, 1925."

[RESERVED 10TH JULY, 1934;
ASSENTED TO 3RD OCTOBER 1934]‘“’
E it ordained by the Legislative Council for the Terri-
tory of Papua, in pursuance of the powers conferred
by the Papua Act, 1905-1924, as follows :—

1. (1) This Ordinance may be cited as the Native Short title
Plantations Ordinance, 1934. ane oTatoR:
(2) The' Native Plantations Ordinance, 1925, is in,
this Ordinance referred to as the Principal Ordinance.
(3) The Principal Ordinance as amended by this
Ordinance may be cited as the Native Plantations Ordin-
ance, 1925-1934.

(@) Assent notified in Gazette No. 15 of Tth November, 1934,
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2, Section Three of the Principal Ordinance is
amended by inserting immediately after the definition
“Native Plantation ” the following new definition :—

““Controller’ means a controller of native planta-
tions appointed pursuant to this Ordinance;”

3. Aiter Section Four of the Principal Ordinance the
following new sections are inserted :—

““4a. The Lieutenant-Governor may appoint
officers to carry out the provisions of this Ordinance.
Such officers shall be known as controllers of native
plantations and shall possess such powers and
discharge such duties as are set out in this Ordin-
ance and the regulations hereunder.”

“4B. A statutory worker shall perform his
work with reasonable diligence at such times as the
controller may direct unless he has a valid excuse
for omitting so to do.”

“4c. A statutory worker shall carry out the
particular class of cultivation which the controller
may direct him to carry out.”

Passed in Council this tenth day of July, in the
year of Our Lord One thousand nine hundred
and thirty-four.
