Amendment of the Native Labour Regulations—cont.

AMENDMENT OF THE NATIVE LABOUR
REGULATIONS.®®

Statutory Rules.

No. 8 of 1949.

1. The Natiwe Labour Regulations® of the Territory of Papua-
New Guinéa are amended by adding the following new regulation
immediately after regulation 41 thereof :—

“h1A. (1) An employee entitled to wages for any period of less
than one month shall be paid wages by the employer for that pertod:
at the rate of not less than Ninepence for every day worked by the
employee or at the rate of Fifteen shillings for the full period of
employment, whichever is the less.

(2) For the purposes of computing wages under the provisions of
this regulation any day on which an employee works for a period of
more than three hours shall be reckoned as a day worked by the

employee.”
