An Ordinance to amend the Port Moresby Water

BE it ordained by the Governor-General in and over the 
Commonwealth of Australia, with the advice of the Federal 

Executive Council, in pursuance of the powers conferred by the 
Papua and New G1tinea Act 1949-1950, as follows:-

1.-(1.) Thjs Ordinance may be cited as the Pori Moresby 
W atm· Supply Ordinance 1951. <1> 

(2.) The Port Moresby Wate1· Supply 01·dinance 1941-1950f2 >

(3.) The Principal Ordinance, M amended by this Ordinance, 
may be cited as the Port Moresby Water Supply Ordinance 
1941-1951.

3. Section twenty-six of the Principal Ordinance is amended by 
omitting from sub-section ( 4.) the words " by measure ". 

4. Section twenty-eight of the Principal Ordinance is amended 
by omitting from sub-section (2.) the words "by measure"· 

5.-(1.) The operation of Part 7 of the Principal Ordinance 
is suspended. 

· (2.) During such period as the operation of Part 7 of the 
Principal Ordinance is suspended-

(a) the Principal Ordinance shall be read and construed as 
if-

(i) the words" carried by him to the Water Board 
Account" were omitted from section seventy­
one and the words " paid by him into the · 
Public Revenue of the Territory of Papua 
and New Guinea " were inserted in their 
stead; and 

(ii) the words "Water Board Account" were 
omitted from sub-section (3.) of section 
seventy-two and the words "Public Revenue 
of the Territory of Papua and New Guinea" 
were inserted in their stead ; and 

(b) all moneys received by the Administrator or a delegate 
of the Administrator under the provisions o:f the 
Principal Ordinance, as affected by the Pm·t Moresby 
Water Supply (Temporary Provisions) Ordinance 
1948, <3> and as amended by this or any subsequent 
Ordinance, shall be paid into and form part of the 
Public Revenue of the Territory of Papua and New 
Guinea.
