Regulations. 

No. 22 of 1951. 
1. The Postage, Telephone and Telegraph Rates Regulations, 1951, <3> 

of the Territory of New Guinea are amended by repealing Regulation 17 
thereof and inserting in its stead the following new Regulation:-

" 17. The rates of commission chargeable for the issue of Money Money Orders, 
Orders shall be :- · 

(a) A Money Order payable in the Territory or in Papua, 1s. for 
the first $5 or fraction of £5 and 6d. for each additional £5 
or fraction of £5 ; 

· (b) For Money Orders payable in the Commonwealth of Aus-
tralia, Nauru, New Caledonia, New Zealand, Norfolk 
Island or Fiji, 4d. for each £1 or fraction thereof with a 
minimum of 1s.; and 

(c) For Money Orders payable elsew:here, 6d. for each £1 or 
fraction of £1 for the first £6, and. 4d. for each additional 
£1 or fraction thereof with a minimum of 1s."
