A General Price Order.
MADE by the Price Controller under the Prices Regulations Act (Chapter 320) to come into operation on the date of
publication in the National Gazette.

1. REPEAL

All Prices Orders in force immediately before the commencement of this Order are repealed.
2. Interpretation

In this Order, unless some other meaning is clearly intended:—

“cost into store”, in relation to specified goods purchased from a manufacturer or wholesaler in the country, means the
sum of the followmg amounts:
() the amount charged by the manufacturer or wholesaler for the specified goods; and

(b) the cost to the purchaser, in so far as it is not part of the amount specified in paragraph (), of fre1ght
transport, wharfage, handling and insutance necessarily incurred in moving specified goods from their place
at the time of purchase to the purchaser’s store; and

“landed cost”, in relation to specified goods purchased from outside the country, means the sum of the following
amounts—

case of goods imported from—

(1) Australia or New Zealand—24%; or
