A By-Law made by the National Gaming Control Board pursuant to the powers vested in it by Section 93 of the 
Gaming Machine Act, and all other powers it enabling, to come into force upon notification ill the National Gazette. 

I. Site Environment.

Every site premises in respect of which a peImit has beengrnnted and on which a gaming machine is opernted . 
shall comply with the following requiremeuts:-

(a) the area of floor space in front of a gaIning machine, unoccupied by anytiung otherthan a chair for the 
operntor ofthe machine, shall be:-

i. where a gaming machine faces a wall or the back of another ganung machine, 2 metres; 

ii. where a gaming machine faces another gaming machine, 2.2 metres. 
. 

(b)' the lighting pr~vided in the area in whlch a gaming machine is installed shall not be less than 300 lumens 
at the lever of 1;Iu: operating controls of the machine. '

(c) Ventilation shall be provided which circulates the air volume of the site in accordance with the Building 
- Regulations 1994 and which expels smoke or other polluted air from the premises when required. The 

Certificate of the CluefInspector that the site does 110t comply with tIus provision shall be prima facie evi­
dence of the facts stated therein unless the site owner produces the certific,ate of a registered architect or 
mechanical engineer that the site complies with the Building Regulations 1994.

The follO\ving services shall be available to patrons of gaming machines:'-' -

(a) Hot and cold beverages shall be available to patrons from 11 o'clock in the morning untill the premises 
closes for business. ", :

(b) Snacks or meals consisting of fresh and balanced portionS of protein and carbohydrate shall be available 
to patrons between 12 noon and 2 o'clock in the afternoon and from 6 o'clock until one hour before the 
premises closes for business.

(c) , Music, television, perfollllers, or some other fOlm of entertainment shall be available to patrons of gam­
ing machines, in an area of the premises in which gaming machines are not installed and which are pro­
vided with tabl~s aod chairs, from at least 8 o'clock in the evening until the premises close for business . 

(cl) Adeqllate security, both static and personnel shall be provided to secure patrons of gaming machines .

The holder of a pennit shall not allow the follo\ving persons to enter or remain in any area of a site in which gaol-
ing machines are installed:-

(a) a person under the age of 18 years; 

(b) a person against whom any order has been made prohibiting that person from patronizing a gaming 
machine, if the site owner has been served with a copy of the order, or given notice of the order by the 
Board: 

(c) a person clearly intoxicated; •

4. Hours of Opera pan. 

A site owner shall not operate a gaoling machine outside the hours of:-

ages;

5. Non Operating Days. 

A site owner Shallllot open for business that part of a site on which a gaming machine is installed, nor operate a 
gaming machine on the site, on any of the following days: ., 

(a) Easter Good Friday; 

(b) The day gazetted for the remembrance ofIndepe~ence Day; 

(c) Christmas Day.
