AMENDMENT TO THE DETERMINATION OF TITLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF MINISTERS

deleting "(g) Office of Civil Registry" and in Column 4 by deleting "Civil Registration Act (Chapter 305)"; 
and 

(c) in Schedule 5 (MINISTER FOR FINANCE AND RURAL DEVELOPMENT), Column 4, by inserting 
"Public Private Partnership Act 2014"; and 

(d) in Schedule 9 (MINISTER FOR STATE LEASE ENTERPRISES), Column 3, by inserting "National 
Airline of Papua New Guinea (Air Niugini Limited) in its con-ect alphabetical order"; and 

(e) in Schedule 12 (MINISTER FOR TRANSPORT AND INFASTRUCTURE), Column 3, by deleting 
"(b) National Airline of Papua New Guinea (Air Niugini Limited)"; and 

(j) in Schedule 14 (MINISTER FOR COMMUNICATION AND INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY)­

(i) Column 3, by deleting "(j) PNG Power Ltd." and 
(ii) Column 4, by deleting the following: 

"Electricity Commission Act (Chapter 78); and 
Electricity Commission (Privatisation) Act 2002; and 
Electrictity Supply (Government Power Stations) Act (Chapter 306); and 

(g) in Schedule 17 (MINISTER FOR COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT, YOUTH AND RELIGION), 
Column 3 by inserting "(g) Office of Civil Registry" and in Column 4 by insterting "Civil Registration 
Act (Chapter 305)".
