THE HONIARA CITY ORDER 1999 

(Section 72) 

IN exercise of the powers conferred by section 72 of the Honiara 
City Act 1999, I, REV. LESLIE BOSETO, Minister of Home 
Affairs, do hereby make the following Order - 

1. This Order may be cited as the Honiara City 
Order, 1999. 

2. Notwithstanding the coming into force of the 
Honiara City Act, 1999 - 

(a) until such time as the City Council is 
constituted under the provisions of Part II, the Honiara 
Appointed council established by the Honiara Appointed 
Council Warrant 1998 shall continue to function for the 
purposes of performing administrative and other 
functions except the passing of laws. 

(b) all seconded officers and other employees 
of the-Honiara Town Council shall continue to be 
employed in their respective capacities and enjoy the 
same powers and privileges vested in them until such 
time as appointments are made pursuant to the Act, by the 
City Council to their respective posts. 

(c) the messengers employed by the Town 
Council shall continue to perform their functions and 
exercise all powers vested in them pursuant to section 95 
of the Local Government Act.
