short Title and Commencement

I. This Ordinance may be cited as the Temotu Province Business
Licence Amendment Ordinance 1995 and shall come into effect upon
e approval by the Minister in accordance with Section 32 of the
Provincial Government Act 1981 and upon publication in the
sulomon islands Gazette.

Amendment to Section 2

2. section 2 of the Temotu Province Business Licence Ordinance

1992 is amended by deleting the definition of *‘logging sales’ therein
and inserting the following new definitions:
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““Policies of Temotu Province” means those policies and plans and
strategies relating to businesses, functions, services,
development and planning within Temotu Province approved
by the Provincial Executive and in force at the time of the
application for a business licence or any renewal thereof and
published and made available on request to any person on the
payment of the required fee.

“Round log export” means the business of exporting logs or

- unmilled timber and is a business that requires a licence in
accordance with Section 5 of the Forest Resources and Timber |
Utilisation act or any Act passed in amendment or substitution
thercof,

“Sawmilling means the business of converting unmilled timber into
milled timber including but not limited to sawn timber, wood
particles wood chip, wood pulp and vencer and is a business
which requires a licence in accordance with Section 7 of the
FForest Resources and Timber Utilisation Act or any Act passed
in amendment or substitution, thercof.

“Tree felling’” mcans the business of cutting tress for the purpose
of supplying unmilled timber for milling to a mill licensed under
Sectign 7 of the Forest Resources and Timber Utilisation Act
or any Act passed in amendment or substitution thereof.

“Timber sales’” means the business of selling timber unmilled or -

milled including but not limited to sawn timber, wood particles,

wood pulp, veneer, and any other wood products produced by a

timber mill or otherwise, or purchasing the same for resale.

‘7. The business ol round log export is prohibited in the Province
and the Executive shall not grant a business licence to such a
business.”’

LIVESTOCK ORDINANCE 1995

AN ORDINANCE TO
PROVIDE FOR THE CONTROL OF
PIGS AND OTHER LIVESTOCK

I.  This Ordinance shall be cited as the Temoty Province Livestock
Ordinance 1995 and shall come into Operation in accordance
with section 32 of the Provincial Government Act 198],

2. in this Ordinance:

“authorised officer’”” meang a police officer, health inspector
or other person authorised in writing by the Executive-—- - -
Lo implement and enforce this Ordinance;

“Executive" means Temoty Provincial Executive;

Mlivestock?? means pigs, goats, horses, cows, bulls, sheep,
asses, mules and other animals usually kept as livestock
but does not include poultry; '

owner’’ meang the owner of any livestock or the occupier of

any premises in which livestock g ordinarily kept and
includes any person temporarily in control of any
livestock.
