TELEGRAPH ACT (CAP. 99) 

 

IN EXERCISE of the powers conferred by Sections 3 and 4 of the Telegraph Act 
(Cap. 99), the Minister responsible for communications with the consent of His 
Majesty in Council makes the following Regulations: — 

1.  

(1) These Regulations may be cited as the Telegraph (Amendment) 
Regulations 2000. 

(2) The Telegraph Regulations (Cap. 99) is in these Regulations referred to as 
the Principal Regulations. 

2. Regulation 4 of the Principal Regulations is amended by substituting the words 
“Departmental Officers”, where they appear with the words “officers of 
a licensee”. 

3. Regulations 89, 102, 107 and 206 of the Principal Regulations are amended by 
substituting the word “Department”, where it appears with the word “licensee”. 

4. Regulations 207 and 387 of the Principal Regulations are amended by 
substituting the words “Prime Minister”, where they appear with the 
word “Minister”.
