N Considering the charge made against BOUTEILLER,
Prench Citizen, plantation manager, residing at Santo
(Mlew Hebrides), for breach of the provisions of the Conven-
tion regarding the recruitment of natives.
The accused not appnearing or represented.
The Court having heard the arguments of . DAVID,
Public Prosecutor "ad-hoc'. ’
And after deliberation,
Considering that Bouteiller duely summonsed by
(.\ the Bailiff on the sixth llarch, one thousand nine hundred
and forty one, does not appear and is not represented.
Considering that sufficient proof is given by
~« the documents and the hearing against the accused, for : !

1°~ having at Santo, recruited and engaged natives by

taking advantage of their weakness; - 2°-~ to have oppossq
the order to send back a native irregularly engaged -
breaches provided for and punishable in accordance ﬁith
Article 31, paragraphs 5 and 7 of the Protocol of the

6th August 1914, as follow :

5.~ sny recruitment of natives by means of fraud or

"personation or false assertion of official authority, or

by means of immoral induccments, or by the abuse of the

"needs, weakness, or passions of the natives, pr by the

"offer of alcoholic liguors or of prohibited arms or ammu-
"nitior, shall be punishable by imprisonment from one day
"to three months, and by a fine of from 10d. (tenpence) to £
140 £., or by either of these penalties." -
.. Should the Agent consider that all the necessary
"eonditions have not been fulfilled in the case of any native
"pecruited, he shall order any such native to be repatriated
"at the expense of the master or- owner of the recruiting ves-
"sel, or of the person on whose behalf the recruitment has
"heen effected ; ény recruiter opposing, hindering, or
"preventing the execution of such order shall be liable
"to imprisonment of from one day to three months, and a
rine of Ffrom 10d. (tenpence) to 40 £. or to either of the

"above penalties...."

On these grounds the Court finds BOUTEILLER in
defanrlt, and imposes on him a fine of Five hundred francs
for each of these offences.

Mnd in apnlication of Article 14 paragraph 5, of
the Protocol, the Court prescribes a period of fifteen days
in default of payment of the above sims.

Orders him moreover to pay the costs taxed at
Seventy six francs twelve centimes.

Orders that this Judement in default be served
by request of the Fublic Prosecutor "ad-hoc'" of the
Joint Court.
