for having sold to a native alcoholic liquor, to wit, one';

bottle of wine, this being a breach of Artlicles 59 and 61 i
of the Convention of 6th August 1914, l
Appeal was lodged by the accused at the Hearing of
14th October 1944.

The accused NQUYEN VAN TU was heard in his defence,
the evidence of the witness Tom was taken and the Public
Prosecutor having delivered his address, the Court then

considered its judgment.
