month's lmprlsonment and to pay a fine of £5tg20 for having sold

alcoholic liquor to a New Hebrides native.
#lr de Préville, appearing for the appellant, was heard in his
defence.

The appeal is admissible, it having been made in due form and
within the time allowed.
