Tpe accused was represented by Me, Pujol, the
Native Advocate, who said that the accused was indebted to

. the chief of his village and that he was worried about this,
that when he received the money for the work that had been
done he utilised it to repay the chicf, e stressed the

- heretofore good character of the accuged and that it was his

first time in Court, He also said that the accused had
made arrangements 4o repay the amount due at the rate of £10
per month, The Court adjourned until the 25th Sentember and
again on that date, 'foday the Court has been informed that
N the accused has repaid the sum of £36,
The Court has taken into consideration all that has been
said on behalf of the accused and the efforts that he has made
. to return the money he rcceived, NHevertheless it feels that
a term of imprisonment should be imposed and sentences the
accused to one month's imprisonment, Tye sentence of the Court
is, of course, subject to review by the Hesident Commissioners
and until such time as their decision is notified the accused
shall remain at large.
