The competent court may on the conviction 
of any person for an offence against this Regulation 
punishable by imprisonment for two years or more, 
in addition to any other sentence, mDke an order 
prohibiting that person for a period not exceeding 
five years from residing in any part or parts of 
the New Hebrides. " •
